Hebrews: Sacrifice • Rev. Derek Joyce 
Hebrews 10:10-18 - And it is by God’s will that we have been sanctified 
through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all. And every 
priest stands day after day at his service, offering again and again the same 
sacrifices that can never take away sins But when Christ had offered for all 
time a single sacrifice for sins, “he sat down at the right hand of God,” and 
since then has been waiting “until his enemies would be made a footstool 
for his feet.” For by a single offering he has perfected for all time those who 
are sanctified. And the Holy Spirit also testifies to us, for after saying, “This 
is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, says the Lord: I 
will put my laws in their hearts, and I will write them on their minds,” he also 
adds, “I will remember their sins and their lawless deeds no more.” Where 
there is forgiveness of these, there is no longer any offering for sin.

I am thankful that we don’t live in a culture where animal sacrifice is the 
norm to try and earn the favor, forgiveness or blessing from God. But even 
if we did, this passage speaks confidently to the fulfillment of any and all 
sacrificial rituals by the gift of Jesus laying down his own sinless life. If I 
believe this truth about Jesus, then I accept that I do not have to try and 
earn God’s favor, forgiveness or blessing by any sacrifice I can bring. And 
this truth sets me free. Let’s celebrate the final sacrifice of Jesus that truly 
liberates us into abundant life.
